Important information about exam registration and deregistration.
®» The exam registration will start on NOV 22 2023 and end JAN 17 2024.

= You can also deregister again until JAN 17 2024; if you are registered after that date, you
must take the exam (and if you are not registered, you cannot take the exam)

= |f you do' not attend the exam, you will be given two more chances for a repeat exam; if
you do not take or pass the repeat exams twice, you will not be able to complete your
studies

= Exception: In case of being ill, you must provide a sick note from your doctor (on the form
rovided by the examination office!); then the exam does not count as failed and you
have another chance to take the exam

There is an obligation to attend the courses to receive
the credit points (CPs) for the course. You have to be
present at least 80 % of each course.

Any member of teaching staff involved in the STS MA program can act as a supervisor
of your MA thesis (Erstgutachter). You also need a second examiner (Zweitgutachter).
One of'the two has to be a Professor.
